All dancers must arrive fully dressed in their recital costume, including proper tights, hair, and

accessories. Dancers should arrive on time so rehearsals can run smoothly and stay on

schedule.

 Rehearsal will follow the recital order, giving dancers the opportunity to practice routines

with stage lighting and spacing. 

Food will be provided for all dancers. If your dancer has allergies or dietary restrictions, please

notify the studio in advance.

DANCER SEATING &
PERFORMANCE

Your dancer will sit with you during the performance.

Each dancer will receive one promo code worth $20 to purchase a seat for

themselves.

If you are purchasing a VIP seat, an additional $5 will apply.

When purchasing your own seats, please select a seat for your dancer and enter

the promo code DANCERSEAT at checkout.

Important: There is one promo code per dancer—it cannot be shared or used for

anyone else.

Seating Reminder:

Seating is assigned, so your dancer’s seat must be purchased at the same time

as your own.

Performance Procedure:

Please bring your dancer backstage 2 dances before their scheduled dance.

Dancers will be released from the stage immediately after their dance.



PARKING
INFORMATION

When arriving at the school:

Drive past the guard house (on your left) and the administration office (also on your left).

Continue to the back of the school and park inside the fenced parking lot (on your left).

Auditorium Entrance:

Enter through the open gate to the left of the parking lot (when facing the school) and

follow the walkway to the auditorium.



HAIR & MAKEUP

Hair
To create a polished and uniform look on
stage, all dancers should wear their hair
in a high bun, secured neatly and
adorned with the hairpiece or bow that
comes with their costume.

Make-Up
For stage makeup, we recommend using
volumizing mascara to make the eyes
stand out, a bold blush to add warmth
and definition under bright lights, and a
vibrant lip color that complements the
costume. These touches help ensure
every expression is visible and radiant on
stage.

We recommend that every dancer wear stage makeup, although it is not
required. Stage lights are very bright and can wash out facial features,
making it difficult for the audience to see the dancer’s face. Properly
applied makeup also helps ensure your dancer’s face is visible in photos
and videos.

Always test makeup prior to dance recital week, to
make sure your child doesn’t have any sensitivities or

allergies to the products you use!
